of your updated resume with your submission. Each proposal should be saved as an individual 

WORD file that includes the following: 

1. A presentation title  

2. An abstract of 100 ~150 words with three key words/phrases 

3. A body of proposal between 600 to 1000 words. 

SICET will form a committee to work with Tsinghua University to review the proposals 

using following criteria:  

1. Relevance to the Event theme (1-10 points) 

2. Content quality  (1-20 Points) 

a. Proposal organization (1-10 points) 

b. Proposal clarity (1-10 points) 

Travel and Accommodation 

The Event participants are responsible for their own travel arrangements and travel 

related expenses (both international and domestic). The host institution will provide the 

participants with accommodations (lodge and food), and local transportation (Beijing) only.
